Allan D. Emil Memorial Award

The Allan D. Emil Memorial Award is given for outstanding contributions in space science, space technology, space medicine, or space law, which involve the participation of more than one nation and/or further the possibility of greater international cooperation in astronautics.

This year’s award is given to Dr Kunaki Shiraki of the Japan Aerospace Exploration Agency (JAXA) for his contribution to space transportation technology and to the success of the International Space Station. 

Frank J. Malina Astronautics Medal
